FLAGS

Fascinating game of concentration, observation and memory for 2 and more players, from 6 years and up.
Content: 52 cards — 26 pairs of cards with flags of 26 different countries.

Preparation: You shuffle the cards and you put them on the table face down, in rows, creating a
square or

a rectangular. During the game the cards remain in the same position, so the players will be able to
remember the exact position of each card.

How to play: The younger player begins opening 2 cards in a way that all the players can see them. If
thecards turned over do not match, the cards are turned face downwards again in the same position
and play moves on to the next player on his left. If the cards are the same, he takes them and puts
them in front of him. Now he can open another pair of cards. As long as he founds pairs of identical
cards, he continues opening cards

As the game proceeds more and more cards are turned face up and the players have to remember the flags
and their positions.

End of the game: The game ends when all the cards have been opened. The player with the most
cards in front of him is the winner.
